Why is Norway's electricity price soaring?Norway is experiencing an electricity price surge, with

rates in southern regions soaring to unprecedented levels due to low alternative energy production

in Europe plus high demand. This unwanted news comes despite Norway's typically robust

hydroelectric production and relatively mild December weather. How does Norway price save

energy?electricity saving measures such as heat pumps, insulation, solar cells, etc, or choose

alternative heating fuels such as bioenergy or wood.

Meanwhile, residents in Stavanger and Kristiansand face

staggering costs. For example: A five-minute hot shower costs approximately NOK 50 (EUR 4.30)

and charging a 50kWh electric car battery exceeds NOK 500 (EUR 43). Will Norway price erode

the role of electricity suppliers in the market?In addition, and in line with concerns raised in the

public consultation, the administration of Norway Price necessitates more direct exchanges of

DSOs with customers, possibly eroding the role electricity suppliers have and ought to have in the

market. While the EU's Fourth Energy Package mandates smarter grids [9], Norway's new

capacity market (launched March ) pays EUR23,000/MW-year for fast-response storage.
